Whereas COGS Resolution 4 of the 32nd Congress of Graduate Students and Resolution 54 of the 76th Student Senate established the Stronger Future Working Group, which undertook the task of developing constitutional and statutory amendments that will increase the bond between graduate and undergraduate students at FSU, and 

Whereas the Congress was represented on the Stronger Future Working Group by Speaker Jack Rowan, and Representatives Shezin Hussain, Diego Fermin, and Jared Bethke, and

Whereas the Stronger Future Working Group has completed its work and is ready to present its work product to the Student Senate for final approval, and

Whereas the Stronger Future Package includes a shift to a bicameral legislative system where an undergraduate Student Senate serves as the primary legislative body and the Congress of Graduate Students serves as the primary representatives of the graduate student body and serve as a chamber that can review and initiate legislation, in its own right, where the two chambers hold joint powers to confirm certain Student Body offices, and where each chamber is able to retain sole control over their own finance, and

Whereas the Stronger Future Package will strengthen the voice of graduate students in the governance of FSU and provide increased legitimacy for COGS to advocate on behalf of the more than 10,000 graduate students at Florida State University, and

Whereas the Congress has had the opportunity to review and ask questions of those representatives who served on the Stronger Future Working Group, therefore

Be it resolved by the Thirty-Second Congress of Graduate Students: That the Congress approves of the Stronger Future Package and encourages the Student Senate to approve all measures included within, and
Be it further resolved: That the Congress, and its representatives, intend to aggressively campaign, alongside our graduate and undergraduate partners across the university, in support of the Stronger Future Package and Constitutional Amendment, particularly seeking to work with our partners at Graduate Assistants United, who tirelessly fight to ensure graduate students receive a fair deal through their employment with FSU, and
Be it further resolved: That the Congress thanks the members of the Stronger Future Working Group for their time and effort in furthering the cooperation of graduate and undergraduate students at Florida State University, and
Be it further resolved: That the Congress understands that, should the Stronger Future Package be passed and approved in the Fall 2024 SGA Election, the Congress will need to ensure that COGS remains a strong body that continues to recruit new members and zealously advocate for graduate students, and
Be it further resolved: That, to ensure passage of the Stronger Future Constitutional Amendment, the Congress endorses the request from university administration to hold two town halls on the Amendment, and
Be it finally resolved: That a copy of this resolution be sent to:
